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LONG TERM MONITORING OF
TIGER POPULATION

WCS with support from 7igers Forever has
been working with Khao Nang Ram Wildlife
Research Station since 2006 to establish and
run a long term monitoring system of tigers
annually. The key results are.....

* Tiger population monitoring system using the
infrared triggered camera traps and capture-
based models has been set up covering 1,800

km? of HKK.

* The population of tigers shows a hopeful posi-
tive sign in HKK based on the camera trapping
records of 34 and 33 tigers photographed in
2007-8 and 2008-9 seasons respectively com-
pared to 26 tigers in 2006-7 season, and 25
tigers are new to HKK since 2007, all these
under the same trapping effort.

» HKK has become a hopeful site for restoration

of wild tigers among international tiger conser-
vation communities.
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LONG TERM MONITORING OF
TIGER PREY

WCS has been working with Khao Nang Ram
Wildlife Research Station to establish and run
a long-term monitoring system of 5 tiger’s prey
species including banteng, gaur, sambar, muntjac,
and wild pig. The key results are....

* Tiger prey population monitoring system with the
line transects of Distance Sampling technique has
been established and run annually in a prime tiger

habitat in HKK,

* Prey densities show increasing trends in sambars
and muntjacs,






NEXT GENERATIONS OF
WILDLIFE SCIENTISTS AND MANAGERS

HKK with the high standard tiger and prey
population monitoring and patrol system has
become a model for next generation wildlife
scientist and managers in Thailand. The key
results are....

More than 50 wildlife science and biology students
from Faculty of Forestry, Kasetsart University
and other key universities have been trained and
equipped with up-to-date technology on wildlife

population monitoring and management.
